Dress Code
All students, faculty and visitors of the school are expected to dress appropriately. Any type of clothing that is not in good taste and interferes with the educational process will have to be corrected.  Proper attire reduces the possibility of any student becoming the target of unnecessary, unwanted, or uncalled for comments or gestures that could be interpreted as harassment.  Body piercing, gym shorts, tank and halter tops or bare midriff clothes have always been, and still are, unacceptable clothing in this school.  Gym shorts are limited to physical education classes or sports activities as directed by a coach.  Anyone who does not comply with the code will not be permitted to be in school.  A student not in compliance will be given every opportunity to rectify the dress code violations (unless situations become too repetitive) in an attempt to not interfere with the student’s education. Recent revisions:  All shirts must have a collar or a rounded crew neck.  Shirts with collars must have buttons and no more than two buttons (three on a polo-style shirt) may be unbuttoned.  Shirts without collars and/or rounded crew necks are prohibited unless a rounded crew neck is worn underneath the shirt. Flip flop type sandals are prohibited.
